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Manuel Sagisi is a commercial grower of 
Cymbidiums in our society, pictured here by 
Dave Smitt.  But he enjoys lots of other genera 
as well; he’s pictured above with three different 
Catasetinae plants.  Most evident are the green 
Cycnoches chlorichilon and the red Cycnodes 
Wine Delight ‘JEM’ FCC/AOS (which has a 
delightful fragrance).  Since these plants are able 
to be mericloned, I hope that in the near future 
Manuel will be expanding on his current 
cymbidium line with plants of these and other 
genera.  They’re beautiful, easy to grow, and 
incredibly floriferous.  The lower picture shows 
something that Manuel grows a lot of: 
Cymbidium Superfreak.  Things with lines, 
spots, and other weird pelorics are a focus for 
him – what he really likes.  Although with 
100,000 plants, I’m sure there are all kinds of 
things that Manuel likes.  I’m sure there would 
even be something I like!!  It seems that 
Cymbidium season is upon us; it was great to 
see two clones of Cym. erythrostylum on the 
show table last month – good growing (those 
were Barry Zimmerman and Doug Pulley’s 
plants).

Dave Smitt, our photographer himself, brought 
in a plant of Phrag. Sergeant Eric, a cross of 
Phrag. Eric Young and sargentianum.  Phrag. 
Eric Young is besseae crossed with longifolium, 
so Sergeant Eric has doses of the two reddest 
phrags in it.  The cross of besseae and 
sargentianum is called Jason Fischer, and has 
more FCCs than any other phrag.  One of the 
problems with Phrags is that they drop their 
flowers when still fresh-looking; that’s what 
happened with this one…sorry Dave!!  Still a 
beauty!! 
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Miltonia Golden Fleece, registered in 1971, is a 
cross of two warm growing grexes grown in 
Hawaii.  Milton Warne, noted hybridizer of 
Oncidinae and of Cattleyas, and great student of 
H.G. Alexander registered the grex.  Sandy Fox, 
who sent in this beauty, had the following to say: 
“This is a Miltonia Golden Fleece, I got it from 
Santa Barbara Orchid Estate in bud and it has 
opened nicely in the greenhouse.  I believe it is a 
newer hybrid of the Miltonia family because it 
has less of the pansy shape.  It is supposed to be 
light and temperature tolerant and hardy down to 
frost.”  Wow…that’s pretty cool…to cross two 
warm growers together and get a cool grower.  
SBOE is a nursery that specializes in cool 
growers and plants that can grow outdoors…this 
is really a great choice; such spectacular colors!!  
Thanks very much to Sandi and Randy for the 
flower, info, and image.

Plants submitted for A.O.S. judging only shall be on display for the length 
of the show, and may be removed on Sunday, February 22nd at 5:00 PM. 

At the discretion of the judges, First, Second, and Third place ribbons will 
be awarded in all classes in all sections. Only plants which are correctly labeled 
and completely entered for ribbon judging will be considered. Any plant infested 
with insects, or diseased, will be removed from the show. 

No plant may be entered for ribbon or trophy judging unless it has been 
owned and grown by the exhibitor for six months. Plants entered for A.O.S. 
judging are governed by the A.O.S. rules. 

The S.C.V.O.S Show is an A.O.S.-sanctioned show. The A.O.S. rules state: 
"All plants or flowers submitted at a regional judging session or exhibited at an 
A.O.S.-sanctioned show shall be considered for an award and the exhibitor is 
obligated to accept and pay the fee for any (A.O.S) award granted except where 
he has clearly indicated before the judging that his entry is not to be A.O.S.

To ensure that our show runs as smoothly as possible, the board has set into place the following 
rules concerning the sale of member plants: 
 

1. Members may bring a maximum of 50 plants for the sale and requests to exceed 50 plants 
shall be approved by the Show Chair. 

 
2. Plants are to be relinquished to the Show Chairman or Sales Committee Chairman upon 

submission and will be placed for sales at the discretion of those persons alone.  
Members may place plants on the sales table; this will avoid conflicts and maximize the 
attractiveness of the sales display. 

 
3. Member sales plants shall be priced at whole dollar amounts with the plant owner 

receiving 75% of the displayed prices, and the society 25%.  Sales tax shall be added to 
the displayed value for purchaser’s payments. 

 
4. Members shall provide a master list of plants checked-in for sale.  It is advisable to have 

a second copy for record-keeping at the discretion of the member. 
 

5. Members shall provide a detachable label with the owner ID and sale price on each plant.  
Label blanks may be found below and will be provided at the monthly meetings for the 
two months prior to the show. 

 
6. Unsold member plants may be checked out and removed only after closing on the final 

day. 
 

7. Member’s checks shall be based on the removable tags’ accumulated sale price, and lost 
tags are not the responsibility of the SCVOS.  Each member selling plants assumes risk 
of such tags, and unless the member can indisputably verify the sale occurred, there will 
be no reimbursement to the member. 

 
8. Above rules shall be accepted upon submitting plants for sale and plant ID list. 

 
If there are questions or concerns pertaining to these rules, please address them to me by phone 
or preferably email. 
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Please enter your plants in the inventory master list below.  Return this list to the Show Sales
