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n Wednesday, November 8, our speaker

will be Bruce Rogers. According to Bruce, he
will give a rare public talk on the genus Sobralia
(although those of us who have ever talked to
Bruce know well that he will talk at length to
anyone about Sobralias, his favorite orchid
genus!).

Bruce has always had a passion for the plant
kingdom, growing plants as a hobbyist from an
early age. He began his professional work with
orchids in the late seventies when he was hired
by the City of Atlanta. Ga, Parks Department to
work with their orchids in the greenhouses in
Piedmont Park. Returning to San Francisco afte
this very successful endeavor, he was promptl
hired by the Rod McLellan Company with two
functions: head grower for their boarding
department, and to work on Vanda hybridization.
At that time, Rod McLellan was major force in
the orchid world and the association with this

company led to many great opportunities. In thefi &
early eighties Bruce left to start Bruce Rogers s
Orchids, a orchid consulting and management___«

company, and a few years later, Rogers-Fishmai
Boarding, A orchid boarding company in San
Francisco. In the commercial world, he has
consulted and worked with major companies,
department stores, and civic groups both
nationally and internationally. In the private
sector he as had the opportunity to work with
many interesting and influential people. He has

designed and created Orchid Gardens in privat "

homes from Marin to Santa Barbara.
Bruce has been growing and hybridizing
Sobralias for many years. In 2002 Bruce, with
Terry Root (well known as owner of the Orchid
Zone) to form Oz Gardens, a wholesale nursery
specializing in Sobralias. Their work has led to a
wider selection of Sobralia for different climate
zones, and an expanded blooming season.

Sylvia Grossman submitted this image of Blc.
Youngs Island ‘Red Velvet’ x Blc. Owen Holmes
‘Mendenhall’ AM/AQOS. As far as | can tell this
grex has never been registered, but what a
beautiful flower!! This clearly shows the
influence of Blc Owen Holmes, which heralds
back to the most important Carter and Holmes
Cattleya ever, Blc. Oconee ‘Mendenhall’, which
has stamped it's progeny in the C && H
greenhouses for 40 years. That’s where the lip
comes from...just beautiful. Its far-back
ancestor is Lc. Lustre ‘Westonbirt’, a plant
which is a notable parent of such plants as Blc.
Norman’s Bay and Lc. Bonanza, among many,
many others. Lc. Lustre is notable for the glow
it gives its progeny — this comes from Cattleya
dowiana, which is featured in the header for the
newsletter this month. Although it's yellow, it
breeds great purples, a fact demonstrated by
most purples having at least one dose at some
pint in their pedigree Sylvia said she got this
from the auction a few years ago — such a
spectacular purchase!! | bet she only paid a few
dollars for it. Plants go so cheaply there!!




Tom Bailey brought in this Catasetum — | can't
remember the name — to show and tell in
October. Dave Smitt submitted a great
photograph of our previous fearless leader
demonstrating the differences between male and
female Catasetums. Female flowers are very
weird little hooded things, much different than
the showy and beautiful male flowers. This was
a very topical choice for this month since the
speaker was Fred Clarke and he spoke on this
alliance, the Catasetinae.

This photo (as well as the previous one) is from
Dave Smitt, our official photographer. This
beautiful plant is Blc Chia Lin ‘New City’
AM/AQS, a fantastic dark purple-red clone from
Taiwan, where it's been heavily meristemmed
and is readily available to anyone who wants
one. Certainly it's a wonderful color. The plant
belongs to Angelic Nguyen, who really enjoys
these large Cattleyas. This plant has survived
low temperatures and bad San Jose water — an
easy grower and a good beginner choice.

Ann Stuart is an avid grower of dendrobiums, as

is clear based on this beautiful example of

Dendrobium obtusisepalum (or chrysopterum).

This is commonly known as the “candy cane

orchid” due to the obvious resemblance, and is
an example of a species that appreciates a dry
rest in the winter. The canes that grew during

the growing season lose all their leaves, and then
bloom on these leafless canes. Plants will

rebloom on those leafless canes, so over time the
display becomes tremendous indeed. A good
reason to grow them...Photo by Dave Smitt.




This Hawkinsara Keepsake ‘Denver Gold’
AM/AOS is from the collection of Oliver
Colmenar. Hawkinsara is a 4-genus hybrid
including Sophronitis, Cattleya, Laelia, and
Broughtonia, and Hawkinsara Keepsake is a
cross of Slc. Precious Stones, a very good
breeder from Hawaii and Cattletonia Why Not,
perhaps the most famous grex in this type of
hybridizing. The Broughtonia parent is
responsible for the spike habit, and Hawkinsaras
typically have 2-4 flowers at the end of a long
stem on a rather small plant. These orchids are
bred to perform well in windowsills and under
lights — what a spectacular color on this clone!!

Phal. bellina, again from Oliver Colmenar, is a
species native to Malaysia and Borneo in low
elevations. These are plants that like warm
growing conditions, and on providing those will
reward a grower with beautiful, fragrant, waxy
blossoms that will rarely be out of bloom. These
characteristics have made Phal. bellina very
popular with hybridizers. One grex in particular,
Phal. Orchid World, has bellina as a grandparent,
and is the most highly awarded of all Phals, with
more than 100 awarded clones.

Miltonia Bluntii (the manmade version of the
natural hybrid Milt. X bluntii, between Milt.
clowesii and Milt. spectabilis) is found in low
elevations in Brazil. This clone, from Oliver, is
rare amongst this grex in having solid colored
petals; most Milt. Bluntii inherit spotted petals
from their Milt. clowesii parent (although all the
other colors come from the spectabilis parent).
In any case this beautiful clone was recently
awarded (in 1999) and is certainly easier to grow
then either parent, taking a wider range of
temperatures and having a much better growth
habit.

Oliver also submitted this Paph. lantha Stage,
the primary hybrid of Paph. rothschildianum and
Paph. sukhakulii. When Paph sukhakulii was
first discovered in the early 1970s, it was
crossed with everything imaginable, and has
produced some outstanding results. It
contributes its petal carriage, color, and spotting
to its hybrids, some of the better of which
include Paph. Colorkulii (with concolor, which

contributes its wide petals) and the highly
awarded Paph. Macabre (with Voodoo Magic,
itself having sukhakulii as a grandparent).




Former (or Life?) member Dave Riches seems to
really be enjoying Florida. He calls the weather
there the “Jerry Rodder Effect” and tells of plant
breaking multiple growths per pseudobulb. He
likes the fact that he can just grow everything
right outside with no protection whatsoever. It
must be perfect weather for this Laelia purpurata
var. sanguinea ‘Chitoshi’, which is a spectacular
color form of this wonderful species. We'll have
a speaker on just this species in 2009; this is a
species everyone in the bay area should grow,
because it grows perfectly well outside!!

Sylvia also sent in this picture of Blc. Showtime

Classic, a beautiful standard lavender with clear
ties to Lc. Bonanza. She has two divisions of
this, and each producced four flowers...lovely!!

Our speaker in October was renowned
Catasetinae hybridizer Fred Clarke, the maker of
the incredible grex Fredclarkeara After Dark.
He related the story of the creation of this
beautiful grex, and led us on a tour of many of
the more commonly grown and showy species of
the Catasetinae alliance. His talk was very well
done indeed — even my boy Mark seemed
interested (at least in the species...he doesn't
like hybrids as much). Having such a great
speaker and being able to meet with him on such
an intimate basis (there were only 45 people at
the meeting!!) is in my opinion one of the very
best reasons to join the SCVOS. Looking ahead,
2009 should be a great year for speakers as well
— after all, I'm slated to be the new VP
