,,, , eter Brown submitted a very interesting 
article with illustrations of his recent trip to his 
property in the Philippines.  Without revision,  
here it is:  
 

As many of you know, Oliver and I are in 
the process of creating the Palawan Orchid Park 
in the Philippines. This is a long-term project, 
and we are committed to making two trips per 
year to Palawan to move things along. We 
thought it might be of interest to the members of 
the SCVOS to receive updates; so, we are also 
committed to writing an article for the newsletter 
after each trip. 

But we must start at the beginning. In July 
2007, Oliver and I traveled to the Philippines to 
introduce me to the islands. Well, not all the 
islands as there are around 7000 of them. Luzon 
is the most populated island and home to Manila 
and Cavite, where Oliver’s family resides. As 
much as I like Oliver’s family, I asked that we 
also visit another island, perhaps one that he 
hadn’t visited. He chose Palawan, partly because 
it is known as the “last frontier” of the 
Philippines and partly because Oliver’s 
godfather is the Catholic Bishop of Palawan, so 
we had a place to stay. 

To make a long story short, by the fourth 
day of our week in Palawan, we had fallen in 
love with a magnificent island and its people. 
Palawan isn’t developed very much and is very 
beautiful. It is a large island, 400 km long and 
averaging 12 km wide. Most importantly, it is 
committed to rational development and 
ecotourism. On the fifth day, we came up with 
the idea of creating an orchid park, a tourist 
attraction where visitors might view native 
Philippine orchid species growing in semi-
natural surroundings. It became our hope that 
the Palawan Orchid Park (POP) would become a 
model for ex-situ conservation and that it would 
somehow help relieve the pressure on the native 
orchids in the jungle. We’re still not sure how 
this will ultimately work, but perhaps we will 
have a laboratory and export flasks of sibling 
crosses of native species. But now I’ve jumped 
too far into the future. 

We spent the last two days of that trip 
looking for property to purchase. We got close, 
but didn’t see anything perfect. We had some 
requirements. We wanted at least 2 hectares 
(there are 2.4711 acres in a hectare) and it 
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needed to be on the road to the Puerto Princesa 
Subterranean River National Park. This is 
perhaps the number one attraction on the island 
and is about a 2.5-hour drive from the Puerto 
Princesa Airport. As most visitors to Palawan 
visit the Subterranean River, it only makes sense 
to add another attraction on the way. We were 
long on dreams and short on time, so we came 
home, with only our dreams. 

InFebruary of 2008 we made another trip 
and we found a very nice piece of property. It is 
around 9.2 hectares, much larger than we 
needed, but it is only one hour out of town and 
seemed to meet our requirements. We 
consummated the deal, with about the same 
amount of paperwork required as in the USA. 
But instead of escrow, you just sign the papers, 
hand over the money, generally in cash, and 
eventually the titles will be recorded, or not. 
Needless to say, there is a lot of trust required.  
Finally in June 2008, just before our scheduled 
July trip, we were notified that the titles had 
been recorded. I won’t bore you with all the 
details of such a transaction, but all’s well that 
ends well.  

As the new owners of this property, we 
intended to spend a few days exploring what we 
bought. To make another long story short, we 
bought a couple of machetes and started to hack 
our way through the jungle. We made it about 10 
feet. I exaggerate, but it became obvious that we 
didn’t even know where our property was. We 
knew from the map that we had frontage on the 
national highway, but from there we were 
confused. So we hired a surveyor to mark the 
boundary. After contracting for this job, they 
realized that they would have to hack a path 
around the property in order to do the survey. 
They asked for an additional $50 for this. Before 
authorizing this additional expenditure we had to 
think for a couple of nanoseconds! Let’s see, 
would we want to cut a path about a mile long, 
up and down a 100’ change in elevation in the 
hot and humid jungle? I don’t think so. They had 
almost completed the job before we had to 
return home. But before we left, we contracted 
to surround the property with a fence made of 
concrete posts with barbed wire. That should be 
done shortly and then are planning on planting 
bougainvillea between the posts to cover it up.

There are 
about 250 of them. Since this is not a natural 
growth, we’re going to have fun with it. We’ve 
ordered 1000 Phal. amabilis for starters. Who 
knows what’s next? 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
This is the view up the hill. Lots of trees and 
vines. It really is as pretty as it looks. 
 

Ultimately, we hope to build a house 
(retirement home?) and maybe even turn it into a 
B & B. Minimally we’ll have plenty of guest 
rooms for our friends and family. But there are 
many issues that need exploration. There is no 
power to the property, so we are hoping to use 
solar or even micro-hydroelectric generation 
from our three springs. The list goes on and on. 
And to put it all in perspective, the Philippines is 
a third-world country that lacks most of the 
infrastructure that we take for granted.  
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This is from one of the four largest orchid 
nurseries that we’ve discovered. Here is a couple 
of thousand Amesiella philippinensis. These 
were all JUNGLE collected. And chances are 
that any Philippine species that you buy in the 
USA from any vendor will have been collected 
in the jungle.

And on this trip we spent a lot of time 
researching the flora and fauna of the area. We 
walked in and around some of the property with 
a botanist and forester from Palawan State 
University to help us identify significant native 
plants. We learned from their observations that 
the property was logged (slash and burn) in the 
70s. We knew we were buying secondary growth 
jungle, but we didn’t know how old it was. It 
really hasn’t been touched in the last 30 years. It 
is our intention to re-forest the property with 
native trees and plants. We also plan on having a 
native fruit orchard, partly for personal 
consumption, and partly to show tourists how 
things like coconut, mangoes, jackfruit, cashew 
and the like grow. Perhaps we’ll end up naming 
the place Palawan Orchid Park and Botanical 
Garden, who knows what the future holds for us. 
In the meantime, we’re doing as much as we can 
as fast as we can. But we won’t be open for 
business for several years.
