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��� � n August 5th, we’re fortunate to have a 

legend in species orchid culture coming to 
SCVOS to speak.  Leon Glicenstein has recently 
retired from business as Hoosier Orchids and 
will share with us some of the fantastic species 
found during his travels to Costa Rica. 

Leon Glicenstein joined Hoosier Orchid 
Company in September 1998. He began growing 
orchids in 1954, and became assistant to the 
curator of orchids at the Brooklyn Botanic 
Gardens then Carl Withner from 1957 to 1960. 
He has advanced degrees in Chemistry and 
Horticulture, with an emphasis on plant 
breeding, cytology, and cytogenetics. Working 
as a plant breeder for five years at Linda Vista 
S.A. in Costa Rica, he photographed, in the wild, 
approximately 80% of the then known orchid 
species of Costa Rica. He also found several 
new species.  He won the second American 
Orchid Society Dillon/Peterson Essay Contest 
using one of his Costa Rican experiences. He 
has photographed many of the orchids in the 
Northeastern United States, Florida, and all of 
the orchids in California, where he located some 
taxa not formerly known to exist there. He has 
given numerous conservation oriented lectures, 
both nationally and internationally, showing 
orchids growing in their native habitats. He was 
a guest speaker at the Miami WOC. Before 
coming to Hoosier Orchid Company he worked 
for an internationally known plant breeding 
company breeding crops such as 
Chrysanthemum, Carnation, Azalea and Roses. 
Leon was also past chairperson of the AOS 
Conservation. 

In honor of orchid species, the plant table 
will  be provided by Orchid Mania, and will 
contain mostly species easily grown in the Bay 
Area.

Those attending the June meeting might 

recall that during show and tell, several 
members, especially Tanya and Angelic, 
suggested that it wasn't really a Cymbidium 
finlaysonianum that Oliver was showing. They 
thought it might be a Cymbidium aloifolium. 
That started us on a research project that proved 
to be quite interesting. After carefully checking 
our plant against pictures from Jay Pfahl 
(www.orchidspecies.com) we determined that it 
had the petals and sepals of finlaysonianum but 
the lip of aloifolium. In addition as the 
inflorescences matured, there was a distinct 
fragrance which is a trait of finlaysonianum. 

We queried Mary Nisbet from California 
Orchids, where we bought the plant. She replied 
that she purchased it from a vendor in Hawaii 25 
years ago, but she didn't remember who the 
vendor was. Ann Stuart supplied us with many 
statistics that left us confused, but thinking that 
it must be a hybrid. 

Tim Culbertson thoughtfully forwarded the 
pictures to Ken Jacobsen who suggested that it 
might be a primary hybrid of finlaysonianum x 
aloifolium called Cym. Hanalei. Further 
investigation into Cym. Hanalei turned up an 
article written by Greig Russell from South 
Africa on this very cross.

If you are interested in reading this article, 
you need to scroll down the page a bit, but you 
will find a VERY detailed description of this 
hybrid that was registered by Hirose Nursery of 

Hilo, Hawaii in 1944. After reading this article 
and realizing the geographical link, we were 
convinced that it was Cym. Hanalei. 

Greig's email address was listed on the 
website, so we decided to forward the pictures to 
him. He has to be the world expert on Cym 
Hanalei. Twenty-four hours later the reply 
arrived from South Africa. Greig said that it 
cannot be anything but Cym. Hanalei. 

Mystery solved. While it isn't what we 
thought it was, we have a wonderful cymbidium 
with six long spikes and a lovely fragrance. 
Nothing to complain about on our end. And we 
learned so much in the process. 

But isn't the internet a wonderful thing? 
Orchid hobbyists of past generations had to rely 
on books and the mail to do this type of 
research. Within minutes I had sent pictures all 
over California and then to South Africa. It is an 
amazing world we live in.

Thanks so much to those of you who have been 
so consistent in sending them and by all means 
keep it up!!

Native Orchid Conservation Inc. has committed 
to many projects.  Here are a few more example, 
continued from last month: 
 
North and West Plant Survey Project: A 
survey in Northern and Western Manitoba, was 
conducted over a two year period. Identification 
of 44 locations with rare and uncommon plants 
(S1-S3) was made where according to the 
province S1 means very rare, S2 means rare, and 
S3 means uncommon, and with 3 species of 
medicinal plants.  Recommendations were made 
for preserving this habitat.

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Did you know that… 
      Orchids can be grouped in terms of growth 
pattern. They can be either be  monopodial or 
sympodial. Monopodials have a single major 
stem. Examples include the genera 
Paphiopedilum, Vanda, Phalaenopsis, 
Neofinetia, Renanthera, Rhyncostylis, and 
Aerides. Sympodials, on the other hand, have 
multiple stems and include most of the orchids 
which have pseudobulbs. Most of the time, 
sympodials flower on only new growth, but 
there are some exceptions, especially among the 
Cymbidium tribe. Sympodial orchids include 
Cattleyas, Bulbophyllums, Cymbidiums, and 
Coelogynes.  

They can also be grouped according to 
where they grow, specifically upon what 
substrate. Epiphytes are attached to tree limbs, 
sending out aerial roots to gather moisture and 
nutrients from the air, bark, and moss on the 
branches. Lithophytes are those that grow on 
rocks. Lithophytes feed off moss, nutrients in 
rain water, litter, and generally off of dead 
tissue. Terrestrials are ground-growing orchids. 
However, they do not grow exactly in soil. They 
actually grow on humus or leaf litter 
accumulated on the forest floor. This material is 
very porous. Majority of temperate zone orchids 
are terrestrial.  Temperate zone orchids are also 
deciduous, losing their leaves in the winter, and 
blooming in the spring and summer when the 
weather warms.  Interestingly enough, all these 
conditions can be duplicated with a fine bark 
mix in cultivation.  Pretty easy hunh?
