Paph. primulinum v. alba from Jessica and
Roger Bindt; this sequential-flowering paph can
be in flower for up to years at a time; this is a
great choice for those with limited space that
want lots of flowers. This species is easy to
grow in intermediate conditions.

Tom Bailey's contribution to the “see how
seedlings are doing” is this Paph. John Nicholas,
a cross of Paph. delenatii and a brachy hybrid.
Nick Tannaci donated these to the society — is
yours alive? Did it bloom? Did it grow? Send
in your pix so we can all see. So far Tom’s the
only one...who will follow?




Grammatophyllum scriptum is an intermediate
to warm growing epiphyte from a fairly large
distribution in SE Asia, including New Guinea.
Interestingly enough, it is used to treat a wide
variety of ailments, from stomach sores to
worms to a love potion among indigenous
peoples. Tom had the following to add:

“Cheryll and | visited Kawamoto Orchid
Nursery set in the hills above Honolulu. This is a
must see for anyone going to Oahu. They had a
great stock of plants in their nursery along with a
small koi pond. In their plant growing area they
had several very impressive giant plants. | guess
they grow even bigger in the wild. The plants
were in pots made of 2x4 lumber and were about
3 or 4 feet square.” Wow!!

Blc. Mount Hood is a wonderful cross from Bc.
Deese and Lc. Ishtar; | would say the color
comes from the Deese and the form from Ishtar.
This clone, ‘Orchidglade’ AM/AQS, is one of
the pinks from the grex; some, like the popular
clone ‘Mary’ AM/AOS, are white. This
beautiful and fragrant standard cattleya comes to
us from Sylvia Grossman.

Chelonistele sulphurea is an intermediate (but
very flexible) species from the Philippines and
peninsular Malaysia with some affinity to
Coelogyne, but with differences in the shape of
the flower parts. Ann Stuart shares with us that
this is an easy to grow and rewarding species,
which flowers from mature growths regularly
with a long inflorescence of beautiful white
flowers. She particularly likes the tiny, curled
petals (visible as little “0"s in the image, just
above and to the left of center). Most of what
you see in the flower is sepal — just beautiful!!




And now some pix from Dave Smitt: this is
Potinara Burana Beauty ‘Burana’ HCC/AOS.
This clone regularly blooms twice per year, and
the flowers become yellow as they age, keeping
the great red flares. Very nice!!

Oncidium Sweet Sugar (this is probably the
common mericlone ‘Emperor’) gets its
floriferousness from Onc. sphaecelatum (or
flexuosum), but the flowers are much larger —
this is one of those plants that, although
common, when grown well is a real pleasure.
Just look at what you get, probably out of a four
or five inch pot. Imagine when this is grown to
real specimen size — a true cloud of little yellow
“dancing ladies.” | hope to plan a number of
presentations this year on so-called “common”
orchids. These are common for a reason — they
are beautifull! Hopefully, some of you are
growing phals still these days; although it
appears interest is waning, there are some really
marvelous grexes out there!! Thanks Dave!!

Miltassia Seattle Sunrise is an interesting alba
cross of Brassia verrucosa alba with a yellowish
Brazilian Miltonia hybrid. What this makes is a
warm-growing, floriferous grex very popular in
Hawaii!! Good choice Dave! | wish there were
more alba Miltonias, maybe something even in
Miltoniopsis with roezlii alba...that would be so
pretty...

Now this has got to be among the most popular
orchids in our society. Any of the Psychopsis
papilio-based hybrids, such as this Psy. Hildos
‘Mendenhall’ FCC/AOS mericlone, are
essentially ever-blooming, making a new flower
on the old inflorescence every month or so.
When the old flower falls off, the next bud will
develop and flower, end your plant will continue
to flower indefinitely. All the while, the plant
will continue to grow, and will eventually have
multiple flowers per plant, and will always be in
bloom. Add to this the fact that Matsui sold us
these for a few bucks each, and almost everyone
in the society has one! And such a good choice!




And | guess this ranks right up there with
the coolest pictures I've ever put in the
newsletter. Submitted by Rachel Pace, who
clearly has both very good reflexes and an
excellent camera, this is an Anna’s
Hummingbird. Attached to its beak (within the
red circle) is an orchid pollenium. Maybe
you've seen your cyms growing pods outside
seemingly on their own; well here’s the culprit.
| only wish | knew where the pollenium came
from- most of the time hummingbirds are
attracted to bright flowers like reds or oranges or
to a lesser extent yellows. Fragrance is less
important than color and the availability, or
perceived availability of nectar from the flower.

I wonder what would fill this criteria this time of
year...maybe a Cym. traceyanum? I'm not too
sure...any guesses, Rachel?

Wonderful pix this month; thanks
everybody!
