It has as number
beautiful forms, including colors like green
yellow, white, and orange. Recently, a gre
deal of interest has grown around new hybrids #
this little gem, and Ken is growing a number @
them. He'll also share images of beautif
goeringii from the Tokyo Dome orchid show
which is the largest show in the world.

Ken was first introduced to orchids by his
uncle in the 1960's and has been growing
Cymbidiums himself for over 35 years. Over
time, he has added the Odontoglossum alliance
plants and several other genera. Since his wife
Amy joined in his orchid addiction, they now
also raise Cattleyas and Laelias, Lycastes,
Encyclias, Vandas, and Masdevallias. Together
they even have a few Disas! Their collection
now numbers about 2700 Cymbidiums, and
about another 2500 of the other genera.

Ken is a probationary judge in the AOS
judging program, and an accredited judge with
the CSA judging program. He has written many
articles for the CSA Journal, and is now their
Judging Chair (for the entire Cymbidium
Society of Americall).

Ken's presentation will share with us the
very best of what's going on with novelty
cymbidium breeding. If you'd like to go to
dinner with Ken, please call email me Please
stop by to learn a little about growing orchids,
and a little more about these new and interesting
novelties, some of which will be on this month’s
opportunity table.

ubmitting images for inclusion in various
publications and on the website can fulfill one of
the items orthe Dance Card and all images are
archived for future members. This month’s
images come to us courtesy of Susan Wiedmann,
Dave Smitt, Ann Stuart, and some others.

Susan sent me this Paph. fairrieanum right after
the deadline for the last newsletter. | told her |
put this one in first!! What a beautiful species!!
This plant comes from the show last year; we
were lucky enough to be able to purchase some
fairrieanums very inexpensively from Matsui,
and they've bloomed out very well. Congrats to
Susan for blooming it on her windowsill. This
paph species has a pretty interesting history — it
was first discovered in 1857, flowered by Mr.
Fairie in that year and named for him. It was
subsequently lost to cultivation for almost 50
years. Sander’s Orchids in the UK offered a
huge reward for its rediscovery, and it was re-
found in India in the early 1900s. Once the
discoverer told Sander’s collector where the
plants were, the collector went to the area and
collected almost 100,000 plants!! After the
plants were carefully packed for their journey
back to England, the collector then threw every
other fairrieanum plant he could find into a river,
effectively destroying the species in nature. This
was done, of course, so that Sander’s
competitors would never have access to the
plant. The first ones were sold in England for
nearly a fortune, but eventually small plants
could be afforded by almost everyone, and you
can get one for $20. Do you still want one now?
What a story!! Thanks Susan!




Ann Stuart sent these two images, about which
she has the following to say: “Here are some
bouquets we saw in Thailand. These were in big
brass bowls about 3 feet (maybe more) in
diameter in the lobby of our hotel, the Hotel
Empress, in Chiang Mai. Looked like
Renanthera-Ascocenda hybrids.” I'd agree — |
think they look like Mokaras or something along
those lines. Both Renantheras and Arachnis
hybrids are grown in the ground in Thailand as
row crops for cut-flower production. In full sun.
In Thailand. Wow!!

| got a great book lately that has lots of details
about Vandas and so forth — It's called “Vandas,
Ascocendas and Their Combinations with Other
Genera” by David Grove. It's a very good job of
organizing a number of different intrageneric
hybrids in this most interesting of alliances.s It’
really a shame more people in the bay area don't
grow these — just look at those fantastic colors!!

Lawrence. This one also has exceptional color,
with the spots in the petals from the famous
breeder Paph. Small World ‘Adventure’
AM/RHS. These are pretty good examples of
modern complex breeding — maybe not the best
but still pretty good!!

Riley, an expert paph grower in our society.
Here he demonstrates his skill with an
impressive Paph. villosum. Paph. villosum is
native to India, and has a reputation for being
fairly easy to grow, but that should not detract
from the spectacular plant shown here.

An interesting new project from the OCA:

In the year 1980 an Ecuadorian accountant
bought seven hectares of rainforest pasture land
outside of the city of Puyo, Ecuador, and began
a lifelong project that would become a
restoration center of Amazonian flora.

Owner Omar Tello and his wife began
restoring the land by planting trees, but they
soon discovered that the land would not permit
trees to grow, as the soil was extremely sandy
and lacking in nutrients, characteristic of much
of the Amazon basin. However, using organic
materials such as chicken manure and sawdust,
soil conditions improved and native plants began
to grow. Over the years, Omar began to collect
orchids from logged forests in the region and
transplanted them to the reserve.

Many of these orchids initially failed to
pollinate, as their pollinating insects had lost
their habitat when the trees which the orchids
grew on were logged. However, as the forest
began to grow around the orchids, pollinating
insects returned and the orchids began to
pollinate independently. As the trees grew larger
the canopy created shade and microclimates and
springs and ponds have re-emerged from soil
that had previously been barren.

Today the orchid reserve sits on the outskirts
of the growing city of Puyo. Our neighbor's
land, a potential corridor between the orchid
reserve and the lower Rio Puyo watershed, is
currently for sale. Please donate and help us
purchase and restore this piece of land.

The SCVOS supports OCA in conserving
orchid habitat.
