January 7. Above is Samantha Kha, wife of
Terry Root, and hybridizer extraordinaire from
the Orchid Zone. She will speak to us about
what's new at the Zone, and, since the Orchid
Zone is probably the finest paph nursery in the
world, new things here are really spectacular.

For this month'sAsk the Expert Corner, Ann

Stuart will be back to discuss potting mixes and
the various components that go into them. The
mix used by the Orchid Zone is a little weird, as
orchid mixes go: it includes lava rock, bark, and
sand. Other mixes can include coconut chunks
(SCVOS Show Co-Chair Eanghak Quach uses
them), perlite, vermiculite, peat, sphagnum, and
expanded clay, among many many others. It's

been said in the past that there are as many

mixes as there are orchid growers!! But using a
good mix is an excellent way to correct cultural
practices — if you water a lot, use more perlite.
If you grow indoors, use more water-retentive
media like lava rocks. Ann grows a very wide
mix of genera, in a number of different

greenhouses and outdoors. Please come by to Submitting

learn some about various mixes and what will
suit your plants best!! Then go home and try it
out!! Remember that modifying and using your
current mix satisfies Dance Card requirements...
Hope to see you there!!

submitted images will become part of the history
of the SCVOS. This month’s images come to us
courtesy of Dave Smitt, Ed Nazzal, and me.




Ed Nazzal is apparently a big fan of native
orchids!" These three were all found within a
few hours of the Bay Area. The first is a species
of Goodyera, known commonly as Rattlesnake
Plantain, a reference to the shape of the flower
spike. It tends to grow in deep, moist forests —
I've found these growing in Yosemite and in
Maryland, but only very infrequently in the Bay
Area....I wonder where Ed found this one.

The second is Cypripedium californicum, a
beautiful native slipper orchid. These delightful
flowers are about two inches across. | wish |
could have that in my garden!! There are only
two species of Cypripedium in California: Cyp.
californicum and Cyp. montanum. The former
has many smaller flowers and the latter just one
or two large ones. Both are gorgeous to a slipper
enthusiast like me...

The last is a species of the parasitic
Corallorhizas, which have no leaves and emerge
from the ground as a reddish “twig” from around
the roots of Tan-oak, Lithocarpus densiflorus,
although no definitive connection between the
two has ever officially been made. Thanks Ed!!
Really wild images — I'm jealous!!




Ed also went to Costa Rica recently, and took
some photos of plants in situ....big giant plants
in situ. The first is a species of Cyrtopodium
growing in full Equatorial sun on what looks to
be a tree from a plantation of some sort; looks to
me like a coffee tree. The second image is of the
faded flowers of a Trichopilia growing in more
shade in the jungle. The third photo shows a
Cattleya skinneri growing slightly shaded in a
big tree. Ed must have just missed the flowering
by a bit; | bet this was quite a sight in full
bloom. | really like the fourth image showing
pods ripening on it. It makes me think that some
of these beautiful things can repopulate
themselves in their native habitats...| hope so!!

Oliver Colmenar likes red phals. These two are
really special!! Red is a particularly elusive
color in Phalaenopsis, and these are two good
examples of it. The Red EIf clone comes from
an old nursery in Tennessee called Lenette
Greenhouses, which purchased much of their
stock from one of the most famous growers in
the US: Rivermont Orchids on Signal Mountain,
Tennessee. This nursery is best known for
producing big white Cattleyas; they made a
sibling cross of Cattleya Bow Bells that, simply
put, blew away any previous grex of white catts.
In addition, the made the cross of these C. Bow
Bells with C. mossiae to get C. Bob Betts, which
is still (since 1960) one of the best grexes of
white Cattleyas in the world. So really owning
anything with the ‘Lenette’ name is wonderful!!




Oliver also submitted these three beauties. The
first is a cross of Diacrium bicornutum (now
called Caularthron bicornutum) with a splash-
petalled minicatt. The result is this beautifully
peloric minicatt. Caulocattleyas, as this is now
known, tend to be short, clumping plants with
long spikes of 4-5 flowers. Probably the most
famous is Iwanagaara Apple Blossom, always a
favorite at our shows; this one is sure to be
popular as well; | like the splashes!!

The second image shows a Brachypetalum
paph from Nick Tannaci. Brachypetalum,
abbreviated “Brachy”, refers to the wideness of
the petals compared to the rest of the flower.
This on is exceptional for its nice yellow color,
as well as for a dorsal almost devoid of spots.
Very pretty!!

The last photo shows the cross of Paph.
micranthum and Paph. rothschildianum, Paph.
Gloria Naugle. This spectacular cross produces
very large, very colorful flowers on relatively
compact plants. Most of the coloration is
produced from the Paph. micranthum, which
contributes the yellow and the pink. This grex is
a great one to grow. Big thanks to Oliver for all
these images; he’s provided some really great
stuff!!




If you've never been to the Orchid Zone,
above’s what it looks like — lots and lots of
paphs. And below is the proprietor, Terry Root,
with the boy. Such a cute picture!! Terry will be
at the meeting on thé"with his wife, Samantha
Kha, our speaker for January. | can't wait to see
all the great things the Zone has in store!!
