These flowers opened
April 12, 2009. | picked up this orchid at the
Pacific Orchid Exposition in San Francisco, 15
months ago. | almost didn't buy it. | remembered
all of the advise about knowing your conditions,
and buying only those orchids that will grow in
the conditions you can provide. Well, | grow my
plants in a spare bedroom. | have read that
Vandas like it hot, bright, and humid, conditions
that exist in places like Hawaii and Florida.
Places where the huge, long roots can hang
freely. So why bother? | stopped and looked at
this plant longingly several times throughout the
day, but | knew better. Finally it was time to go,
and | thought what the heck, the worst that could
happen is that it will die, and I'll be out a few
bucks. | just had to have it. At least | could
enjoy the flowers for a few weeks. Well, it
didn't die. In fact, it grew pretty well. And, to
my surprise and delight, it bloomed again. |
thought | knew my conditions. | thought | knew
what Vandas needed to bloom. Evidently, | was
wrong, at least to some extent, on both counts. |




didn't know that the 'blue' Vandas were easier to
bloom than most of the other varieties. With
three 4 1/4" wide flowers on this small 9" tall
plant, this is one of my most favorite orchids,
and to think | almost left it behind. My advice,
take a chance once in awhile. You just might be
pleasantly surprised.” Thanks!!

An interesting new project from the OCA:

Native Orchid Conservation Inc is a non-
profit organization, founded in April of 1998,
whose purpose is to protect unique mini-
ecosystems and their plant communities. This
primarily involves native orchids but can also
extend to other rare and/or endangered plants.

Native Orchid Conservation Inc. has committed
to many projects. Here are a few examples:

Brokenhead Wetland Project The first project
we undertook was the protection of a huge
wetland near Lake Winnipeg that contains a rare
calcareous fen. It is located off Highway #59
about 40 miles north of Winnipeg. It contains 28
of Manitoba's 36 orchid species.

Sandilands Selective Cutting Projectthis was

a 5 year project we undertook to study the
effects of elective cutting on the growth of
native orchids in a cedar forest in the Sandilands
Provincial Forest in Manitoba about 50 miles
southeast of Winnipeg.

South-East Timber-sale Survey (SETS)
Project: a 3-year project doing plant-surveys
within Timber-sales in South-Eastern Manitoba.
We did an inventory of crown lands slated for
clear-cutting and other areas slated for peat-
moss extraction. If we found large populations
of rare plants and their habitat we notified the
department of forestry so they could put this
information into their plans for forest
management. We identified dozens of plant
species of special concern (S1-S3) and saved
400 hectares of their forest habitat as a result of
these surveys.

New Feature!! Oliver Colmenar has agreed to
write up a new column, titled “Orchid Facts”,
where he shares with us general orchid potpourri
and items of interest he’s learned in the past few
months. Without further adieu, here we are:

Did you know that...

Orchidaceae (or the Orchid family) is the
largest family of the flowering plants (which are
collectively known as Angiosperms). Orchids
are monocots, which means they have only one
seed leaf, which arises from nutrients in the seed
prior to photosynthesis. By contrast, a pea seed
has two seed leaves. Orchidaceae belongs to the
order of Asparagales (which include Lily-like
plants). Its name is derived from the genus
Orchis. This genus gets its name from the Greek

orchis, meaning "testicle”, from the
appearance of the paired subterranean tubers in
some European terrestrial species.

The Royal Botanical Gardens of Kew lists
880 genera and nearly 22,000 accepted species,
but the exact number is unknown (perhaps as
many as 25,000) because of taxonomic disputes.
The number of orchid species equals about four
times the number of mammal species, or more
than twice the number of bird species in the
world. It also encompasses about 6-11% of all
seed plants. About 800 new orchid species are
added each vyear. Moreover, since the
introduction of tropical species in the 19th

century, horticulturists have created than
100,000 hybrids, including new genera.
Orchidaceae is a cosmopolitan family,

occurring in almost every habitat apart from
deserts and glaciers. The great majority are to be
found in the tropics, mostly Asia, South America
and Central America. They are found above the
Arctic Circle, in southern Patagonia and even on
Macquarie Island, close to Antarctica.
