Nick is a professor
and Chair of the Communication Studies
Department at Sacramento State. His lovely
wife Debbi allowed him to build a greenhouse in
the backyard in 1991 and since that time he has
found that the orchids he is least likely to murder
are phragmipedium hybrids, species and hybrid
paphiopedilums, and the occasional phalenopsis
(kept on hand to keep the slug and snails away
from the really good orchids!)

Susan Wiedmann sent in these two images of a
bee on her Cym. traceyanum ‘Bronze Tiger’, a

selected clone from Santa Barbara Orchid

Estate. She relates the story as follows:

“A female California Carpenter Bee (males
are golden) became so addicted to the fragrant
Cym. Tracyanum in full bloom on my porch that
she buzzed the porch and visited the orchid for
hours. She wound up breaking off a flower’s
sticky pollenium and got it stuck on her back by
repeatedly trying to crawl inside for the sweet-
smelling nectar. The pollenium is clearly visible
as a little orange sack on the back of the bee in
the second image. To make matters worse,
apparently she also got the nectar onto her

abdomen and legs, and she became stuck on a

leaf of the plant.

The two images are about 24 hours apart; |
didn't notice her dilemma until late the following
afternoon. When | shook the leaf, she moved
only her front legs, slightly, and even let me
touch her as | tried to flick off the pollenium tha
was at the base of her wings. | thought she was
barely alive, so | decided to let nature take its
course, especially since daylight was fading.

Early the next day, | searched every square
inch of the orchid, its bark, and the nearby porch
area. She was gone.”

Wow...neat story — it's not often you
actually get to see your orchid pollenated...nice
work with the camera Susan!!

Kreg Martin’s Cattleya amythystoglossa, which
won both Best Advanced Cattleya and Best
Cattleya Species. | can’t imagine trying to bring
such a large plant to the show...nice job Kreg!!

Sandi and Randy Fox sent in this image of
Miltassia Shelob ‘Tolkien’ AM/AOS, and she
has the following to say about it: “This is a cross
between Miltonia and Brassia. | got it at my
local OSH store and was surprised to find an
awarded plant at an OSH so | snapped it up.

An interesting new project from the OCA:

Recently, a block of land was purchased to
build a house. On this land grows one of the last
populations of Caladenia rosella, pictured on the
right. Needless to say, the local council and the
local residents did everything in their power to
stop this development. Clearing the land for
development with attendant gardens, sheds and
water tanks would have destroyed not only the
plants, but also the possibility for future growth.
There are only about 140 known plants in the
wild.

The developer, unhappy with a rejection of
development from the local council, took his
case to court. Several in the local community
argued the case against development, but our
efforts failed. A slight ray of hope appeared at
the end of the hearing. The developer agreed to
a list of conditions to be met before any building
was done. There was a stipulation by the federal
government in cooperation with the state
government to halt any development until it
could be established exactly where the plants
occurred on the block of land. This spring, the
orchid recovery team of the Department of
Sustainability and Environment located a
thriving colony of the Rosella Spider Orchid
growing in the exact same place as in the past.

The conditions on the developer have
proved too great for him to meet and he is in th
process of selling the block of land. Groups
funded by the OCA can help preserve this lang
with your help and contributions.

The SCVOS supports OCA in conserving
orchid habitat. With funds donated to the 1%
for orchid conservation program from our
annual show, auction, and membership due
campaigns, we are helping to conserve vita
orchid habitat in Australia. Please show you
generous support at the website linked:
