Mirenda, and he will be talking about the
Smithsonian Orchid Collection, a survey of the
history of the Smithsonian orchid collection,
who started it, how it flourished, its ups and
downs, exhibitions plans and goals for the
future. He'll also be showing lots of pictures of
pretty plants.

An orchid grower since his childhood, Tom
is a very enthusiastic orchid grower and
promoter of the Orchid Lifestyle i.e. Lots of
plants...old worn-out clothes and furniture and a
diet with no protein...Even though he studied
Marine Biology in college on the West Coast, he
always returned to Horticulture as a hobby and
eventually a career. He has worked at some of
the East Coast's most cherished botanic garden
and private estates, and some West Coast place
as well, including a brief stint in Hawaii.

Tom's interest in orchids has influenced him
to travel extensively through Latin America and
he is an expert on the orchids of Costa Rica and
Panama. He’s presented some of what he will
say for us at one of the Scientific Conferences
on Andean Orchids, as a keynote speaker.

Tom is in his 18 year as the Museum
Specialist for the Orchid Collection at the
Smithsonian Institution in Washington DC. The
Smithsonian collection is an extremely diverse
assemblage of species and hybrids from all over
the world, collected for their educational,
conservation and ornamental value. It includes
some very famous collections, including the
Pabst collection of Cattleyas, and has been
supplemented by Tom’s enthusiastic acquisition
of cloud forest twig epiphytes — no easy task in
balmy Washington D.C. He is also responsible
for supplying blooming plants year-round for the

many horticultural displays of the Smithsonian,

including its annual, five months Orchid
Exhibition.

In addition to all these great things, I'm
pleased to consider Tom one of my greatest
orchid mentors. | worked with him for a
summer, and the knowledge and enthusiasm he
passed to me form in my opinion the nucleus of
my orchid understanding. Besides which he'’s a
great guy, and we had a blast driving all over the
East Coast buying plants. So much fun!!

Anyway this should be a great presentation,
and Tom has some of the finest plants (in the
genera he likes) in the world, including this

recent FCC winner:

Embreea herrenhusana ‘Castle’ FCC/AOS

Doug Pulley will be providing a huge
opportunity table of more than 50 plants from a
wide range of genera, including lots of species,
and many awarded plants from his greenhouse,
which is closing in the upcoming months.

The
flower started opening on 2-5-2010, but took 11
more days to open fully. Attached is a photo of
the flower. It is 3.75 inches across. The leaf
span is 5.5 inches. It bloomed on the 2nd
growth. It might have bloomed on the 1st
growth but something happened and what was
starting to develop in the center died.

I grew this plant indoors in a spare bedroom
dedicated to my small collection of some 80
orchids in 43 different genera.”

Phrag. Schroderae is a cross of caudatum ang
Sedenii (which itself is a primary of schlimii
and longifolium), registered by Veitch in 1882.
This clone comes from Francisco Baptista, who
selected it originally from the Orchid Zone.
Tom Bailey flowered it and sent in the image —
what a beautiful flower!! Tom is (and now | am)
conducting an experiment on growth in different
media with pieces of this clone. He thinks it
might grow best in a mix of oyster shell and
gravel; | can't wait to see the results! Thanks
very much for the picture, Tom!!

Brassidium Shooting Star ‘Maui Meteor’
HCC/AQOS is a cross involving Brassias and
Oncidium wentworthianum, which contributes
the wonderful depth of color. This certainly is a
beautiful clone, and has been awarded on four
separate occasions by the AOS — an HCC of 76,
and HCC of 79, an AM of 83, and a CCM of 88.
So things can improve, and significantly, over
time. Thanks to Oliver Colmenar for the photo.

Den. amethystoglossum is a beautiful species
from the Philippines, which grows on limestone
rocks over a wide temperature range. Photo by
Oliver.

Wow now this is just stunning. Probably the

finest cross in Odonts is this one,

Odontoglossum Ardentissimum, a primary of

nobile and crispum having the ease of culture
and floriferousness of the nobile (or pescatorei)
parent and the huge, beautiful flowers of the
crispum parent. This cross, registered in 1898,
was not awarded by the AOS until 99 years
after its registration, despite being awarded
many times in the intermediate years by the
RHS. This brings up an interesting point — not
many people in the US grow Odonts. This
particular clone is quite a nice one, and one
which should be judged if it has a bunch of
flowers on a good stem. Nice one Oliver!!




Maxillaria tenuifolia is, quite simply, an orchid
that everyone should have. It has almost
everything going for it that an orchid can have:
its easy to grow, floriferous, fragrant (of
coconuts), and tolerant of a wide range of
conditions. Except growing outside...that’s the
only caveat. Otherwise, why don't you have
one. Even | have one. Shocker!! This one is
Dave Smiit's, and a wonderful picture to boot.

Our March speaker was Anna Purificacion, form
the Philippines, speaking on Philippine species.
These are apparently pretty popular — | had no
idea!! She brought a huge table, and apparently
lots of people wanted something from it,
because we sold about a ton of tickets.

Here’s two different phal species from Oliver as
well: above is Phal. schilleriana, and below is
Phal. aphrodite. Both of these species are
warm-growing Philippine epiphytes, and both
serve as pretty good examples why people
should still grow phal species. Besides violacea,
| think schilleriana is my favorite Phal!! Thanks
for the photos Oliver (and the next one too)!
We’'ll have some of these for sale at the show...

Dendrobium sanderae v. major is a species from
mid-elevations from Central Luzon in the
Philippines. When a large plant, it puts on quite
a show, but the individual flowers are great too!

Susan Wiedmann submitted this image of an
unknown Cymbidium she’s had in her collection
for a number of years. To me, it looks like
Cymbidium Nut, which is a hybrid of the dark
red pendulous Red Beauty and Cym. sinense.
The pendulous red gives the color, and the
sinense gives the dominant upright spike, high
flower count and excellent floriferousness.
Susan says that last year this plant had only one
spike, and this year it has 6!! | guess that's the
benefit to not repotting — she says although it
clearly needs it, it's worth holding off because of
this increased flower production. | agree —it's a
great display!!

Again, big thanks to Dave and Peter for
sharing some pictures. | would really appreciate
more, especially from those of you who have
submitted them in the past — | know some of you
have huge collections with lots of plants
blooming at this time of year. Share them!!

The SCVOS:
Helping You to Become a Better Grower
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ulbophyllum (Bulb.) is the largest orchid

genus and one of the largest in the entire plant
kingdom. It has 1803 species ranging from
Africa, Southeast Asia (some 200 species in
Borneo alone), Papua New Guinea to South
America. The center of diversity appears to be
Papua New Guinea with more than 600 species.
It is also believed to be the evolutionary
homeland of the genus. There are 152 species in
the Philippines, of which 13 can be found on
Palawan. The species name comes from the
Latin word bulbus (bulb-like) and the Greek
word phyllon (leaf).

The genus Bulbophyllum was first described
by Louis-Marie Aubert du Petit-Thouars in his
book published in 1822. It described 17 species
They occur as epiphytes or lithophytes in nature

Some have cane-like stems and some creep arl

wind their way around tree trunks. They are
sympodial in their growth habit, much like that
of the Cattleya genus. Some are also known for
their very uninviting scent, which points to flies
as their main pollinators. But regardless of their
seemingly different vegetative forms, this genus
has three general characteristics: single-noded
pseudobulbs (leaf or leaves arising from one
point at the top of the pseudobulb), the basal
inflorescence (flower spikes arise from the base
of the pseudobulbs) and the mobile (hinged) lip.
The type species for the genus (that typifies the
genus) is Bulbophyllum nutans, which was
described by Thouars in his book, and is
pictured below (from thé& ).
