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& e are so fortunate to have Dr. Norito 
Hasegawa speaking to us on January 7th.  
Norito is a retired dentist, an overextended 
hobbyist (considered commercial for tax 
purposes), and is a 3 million miler travelling to 
many foreign countries talking and/or judging in 
places such as Japan, South Africa, Australia, 
Brazil, Canada, Denmark, Germany, New 
Zealand, Taiwan, England, France, Switzerland 
and many many cities in the USA. 

He is primarily a hybridizer of Slipper 
Orchids (Paphiopedilum) although his interests 
and collection of 15,000 orchids include 
miniature cattleyas, phalaenopsis, cymbidiums 
and variegated orchids of all sorts.

Matt Bond sent in this image of Blc. George 
King ‘Serendipity’ AM/AOS, a cross of C. Bob 
Betts x Blc. Buttercup.  It’s so interesting to 
consider this cross – one would assume as 
Cattleya genetics include two loci for albinism, 
and Bob Betts only is an albino in one, that all 
the Blc. George Kings would be normal Cattleya 
purple.  Clearly that’s not the case, although I’ve 
been told that most George Kings are not this 
beautiful pastel shade.  Reading Cattleya 
genetics is so interesting – C. dowiana has its 
own genetics for the presence or absence of 
yellow or cream colors; Brassavola digbyana has 
a set of alleles controlling the dilution of color, 
present in Bc. Deesse and its hybrids like Blc. 
Pamela Hetherington ‘Coronation’ FCC/AOS.   
That light pink color comes from the Brassavola, 
generations back in the pedigree.  Crossing these 
various genes together results in sometimes 
unpredictable outcomes…I wonder if by 
crossing a good modern yellow, like 
Goldenzelle, with a huge modern white, like C. 
Ruth Gee, would result in purple or 
interestingly-colored offspring?  Anyone want to 
grow out a few dozen standard catts as an 
experiment? 
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Lc. Frosty Pink ‘H&R’ from Matt Bond, clearly 
showing the influence of Laelia anceps in the 
Lc. Puppy Love parent: the inflorescences are 
much higher than the leaves.

Now here’s an example of that Brassavola 
dilution influence affecting color: Bc. 
Languedoc ‘Singapore Welcome’ AM/AOS.  
This is a cross of the aforementioned Bc. 
Deesse, a beautiful pink with C. trianaei and B. 
digbyana, with a white derived from a mix of 
four alba species.  The pink color dominates, but 
it is pink not purple because of Brassavola  color 
dilution genes.  The little stripe in the lip is 
indicative of Bc. Deesse crosses, and perhaps 
most notable in the highly mericloned Blc.

Cattleya Peckhavensis is a cross of C. 
schilleriana and C. aclandiae.  To me this looks 
almost just like a schilleriana, with very little of 
the aclandiae character to it at all – maybe a 
little in the growth habit, but I think I like the 
taller pseudobulbs of C. schilleriana anyways.  
It’s probably much easier to grow than either 
species, as are many aclandiae crosses – much 
more resistant to the rots common to the species.  
Thanks to Matt for the two photos on this page! 
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And now some pix from Dave Smitt: this is 
Potinara Burana Beauty ‘Burana’ HCC/AOS.  
This clone regularly blooms twice per year, and 
the flowers become yellow as they age, keeping 
the great red flares.  Very nice!!  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Gongora horichiana is a very adaptable species 
from Costa Rica and Panama, growing in both 
cool and warm locations.  To me this is one of 
the more attractive Gongoras, although nothing 
can hold a candle to Gongora quinquinervis.  I 
guess the reason to grow Gongoras in general is 
the small, though.  I don’t know what horichiana 
smells like, but I remember having a plant of 
quinquinervis that I  used to carry around the 
nursery with me when it was in flower.  Of all 
the fragrant orchids, to me, Gongora 
quinquinervis has the most beautiful smell.  I 
don’t currently have any Gongoras in my 
collection because of their very short flower life 
(they are closely related to Stanhopeas); maybe I 
should!!  One of the most interesting aspects of 
orchids is their unbelievable variability.  Thanks 
to Matt for this image as well – you sure  
submitted  a ton of great pix this month!!   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Lastly, the only slipper submitted this month  is  
Phrag Sergeant Eric, a cross of Eric Young and 
sargentianum.  This cross parallels Jason 
Fischer, both of which contain large doses of 
besseae and sargentianum, but is much easier to 
grow than either besseae or Jason Fischer, as it 
seems to grow out of its pot less frequently.  
Matt, this is a beautiful and probably awardable 
clone.  Just fantastic!!! 

Wonderful pix this month; thanks Matt and 
Dave!

��� � CA has done wonders with funding this year, 
but need your help.  According to Peter Tobias, 
OCA Chairman, “With continued support, much 
more will be possible.  First of all, a mapping 
project will define new reserve sites in Ecuador. 
If it takes us years to generate the funds to 
actually create those reserves, the sites we will 
target may no longer be available.  It’s no good 
going up to someone to tell that we want to buy 
their land or help them convert it to a sustainable 
use project if we can’t actually do those things. 
Second, we need to fund a guard’s salary to 
protect the Reserva Rio Anzu. During our trip 
we saw that someone had cut down a tree in the 
reserve to harvest its sap for medicine. Whether 
or not the sap actually has medicinal value, that 
tree had a lot of value for the orchids that were 
in its crown and are now dying on the ground. 
Hiring a guard for one year will cost $4000. 
Third, I am very optimistic that we will define a 
project in Brazil during 2010. Doing that will 
create another need for funds.  In the near future, 
unless you recently joined, or renewed during 
2009, you will receive a  membership renewal 
appeal from me.” The SCVOS will renew!!
